If we don not claim that all those goals are practical, at least, some of them are, if two
conditions are available:

1. Will and effort 2. Financial support
| think all of us, the members of CIFEJ, share the same outlook towards the first

condition and it has been discussed in different General Assemblies, as well, but,
maybe, it calls for more effort; like what was done about the festival of "Kids for Kids".



As far as the second condition is concerned, more propaganda is needed to attract new
members and to communicate with international organizations and charities and our
governments to receive financial support.

To maintain its reputation, CIFEJ, like other organizations, needs to refresh itself from
time to time.

And, we get together for CIFEJ 50" anniversary in order to make decisions and plan for
the next half century for the sake of posterity to celebrate the occasion as elegant as
they can.
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
